This broad, full-bodied, 
rich, bone dry effort reveals more oak than in some of  its siblings.”

2007 HUDSON VINEYARD – Carneros Chardonnay : “The exotic, 
flamboyant 2007 Hudson Vineyard, Carneros Chardonnay possesses copious 
aromas of  nectarines, caramelized orange, apricot marmalade, and crème 
brûlée. Good acidity buttresses the wine’s full-bodied style with impressive 
power as well as richness.”

2007 ZIO TONY RANCH – Russian River Valley Chardonnay: “The 2007 
Zio Tony Ranch, Russian River Valley Chardonnay exhibits 
gorgeous notes of  honeysuckle, green apple, lemon butter, melon, and 
vanilla. This rich, full-bodied Chardonnay possesses substantial flavor 
intensity, but is also refined and elegant. Enjoy it over the next 3-4 years.”

2007 HYDE VINEYARD – Carneros Chardonnay: “More orange 
marmalade, pineapple, honeysuckle, and candied fruit aromas  jump from the 
glass of  the deep, full-bodied, elegant, mineral-laced 2007 Hyde Vineyard, 
Carneros Chardonnay. The wood is pushed well to the background in this 
layered, well-textured offering.”

2007 HYDE VINEYARD – Carneros Pinot Noir: “Another outstanding 
effort is the 2007 Hyde Vineyard, Carneros Pinot Noir. Its dark ruby color is 
followed by scents of  damp earth, spice box, licorice, white chocolate, black 
cherries, and raspberries. Medium to full-bodied with tart, fresh acids, and a long 
finish, it can be enjoyed over the next 5-7 years.”

2007 ALDER SPRINGS VINEYARD – Mendocino County Pinot Noir: 
“The 2007 Alder Springs Vineyard, Mendocino Pinot Noir offers more of   
the blueberry and black raspberry side of  Pinot intermixed with hints of  bay 
leaf  and earth. Elegant, tasty, and medium to full-bodied with good acidity, 
this beauty should drink well for 4-6 years.”
